We feel that this move was in 
the best interest of the organi-
zation and its members as a 
whole.  At this point in time we 
will be a ñstand aloneò organiza-
tion.  We have looked into affili-
ating with other groups but still 
feel at this time weôd be better 
off not doing so. We are grow-
ing and need to stretch and test 
our legs on our own, for if we 
can stand alone and advance 
our goals why rely on anyone 
else?

At the General Membership 
meeting on September 7th, 
2010 the Board of the Harris 
County Deputies Organization 
started this group down a new 
path. It was at this meeting that 
the motion to disaffiliate with 
IUPA was made and passed by 
a 3 to 1 margin. We do have to 
provide notice to IUPA and al-
low them 15 days to respond. 
Once this time has passed and 
they havenôt convinced us to 
stay itôs a done deal.

The most prevalent reason be-
ing that there didnôt seem to be 
any type of beneficial return to 
the organization for the dues 
paid. Add into the mix that the 
AFL-CIO seems to be out of 
touch with the wishes of the 
majority of its members recently 
shown by their supporting the 
Federal Governments stance 
on the recent Arizona law con-
cerning illegal immigrants within

Lawsuit  

 It is no secret we have filed a 
writ of mandamus against the Sheriff 
to follow state law regarding the man-
datory overtime.

I have 
had the cut and paste before and I am 
sure I will get it again.  A large number 
of members have been screaming to 
us over the years to do something 
about the mandatory overtime and we 
are attempting to do just that.  Some-
one had to put their name to it and I 
told the attorneyôs that is what I am 
here for.  It was the right thing to do.  I 
have never been a fan of the politically 
correct and I wasnôt elected to be po-
litically correct.  This board was 
elected to take action.  There are so 
many things that happen behind the 
scenes the members never really get a 
good look at or get a full understand-
ing of.  We are continuously working 
towards to the betterment of not only 
the department but for the employees 
as well.  Many times the departmentôs 
needs override the employeeôs needs.  
Our take on this is if there are no em-
ployees then there is no department.

 Let me clarify something re-
garding this lawsuit.  I have had many 
people ask questions about why I am 
trying to take away the overtime they 
need.

You should be given the 
choice as to WHEN you wish to work, 
not be forced to work overtime.  Under 
state law, the sheriff can not demand 
mandatory overtime unless there are 
emergency conditions that exist in 
counties with populations over one 
million.  We donôt feel the manpower 
shortages and a hiring freeze are 
ñemergency conditionsò, but are 

chronic problems. 

Website  

 We are almost continuously 
updating the HCDO.COM website to 
get more information to the members.  
There is a memberôs only area for the 
website. We are working towards get-
ting an online type of voting system 
that would save us thousands of dol-
lars for elections and give us member 
feedback.

 We have seen announce-
ments about this thing or that thing 
before they happen.

It gets media headlines though just like 
warrant roundups, ñHey, we are com-
ing for yaò.  It is already well known on 
major holidays law enforcement is go-
ing to be out looking for drunks.  The 
Sheriff announces he is going to do 
something about Harris County being 
at the top of the list as the DWI fatality/
injury capital.  All a drinker has to do is 
watch the news as to when an initia-
tive is going to be happening.  The 
announcement usually describes an 
area it is going to be taking place in 
also.  The idea of scaring the hardcore 
drinkers into not committing a DWI or 
worse is ludicrous.  How about this, 
lets have an initiative take place and 
not say anything about it until after it is 
over.  I know, I know, it just doesnôt 
play out as well with the media.  The 
military was putting reporters in with 
the troops and we have Cops Televi-
sion riding with us.  Announcing a no 
refusal weekend or time period just 
doesnôt seem to be getting the affect 
hoped for either.  We are losing peo-
ple, citizens and our own, to these 
drunk drivers. 

 Every person has an opinion 
or a reason why this is taking place.  In 
my opinion, one of the reasons it has 
been so rampant here in Harris County 
is because of the mountain of paper-
work and processing required when 
charging a person with DWI.  Another 
reason is because the District Attorney 
is giving, basically, a free pass for 
someone who commits their first DWI.  
A Deputy or Officer will spend more 
time doing the paperwork and proc-
essing it than the person will spend in 
court dealing the consequences for a 
first time offender.  Something is 
wrong with this system. 

 First there is the initial traffic 
stop.  Then there is the Standardized 
Field Sobriety Tests.  Then towing the 
vehicle, possibly to the station, de-
pending on the state of drunkenness 
they are in.  Then there is the DIC 
form this and DIC form that.  If you file 
the charge often enough it isnôt that 
difficult.  If you donôt, it is a minefield of 
questions and a whole lot of head 
scratching.  If they donôt speak English 
then it is another hurdle.  Either be a 
breathalyzer operator or find one to 
get a sample of their breath and if they 
refuse, a warrant for their blood involv-
ing a trip somewhere to get it drawn.  
Donôt forget the video has to be done 
also.  Once you go through ñMother 
may Iò with the District Attorneyôs Of-
fice we actually get to file the charge in 
DIMS after all of those previous steps 
have been done. Complete the report 
and depending on what day it is, either 
leave the person at the station or 
transport them downtown.  If they were 
involved in a wreck then add another 
whole heap of additional paperwork to 
be completed.  Any part of this that 
gets shortchanged will hurt in the 
prosecution and all this effort will be 
for nothing. 

 For someone that does these 
all the time it can be done in roughly 
an hour and a half if everything goes 
your way.  If there is a problem, then 
grab some aspirin and buckle up be-
cause it is going to be a long day.  
There has to be a better way.  I under-
stand a person has rights and there 
has to be certain checks and balances 
but this has gotten to the point of ri-
diculous.  If there is going to be some 
headway made in solving the problem 
there needs to either be a way of 
streamlining the process or making it 
more user friendly for the regular pa-
trolman.  After all of this work, time 
and effort, if it is the persons first time, 
the District Attorney is going to give 
them some kind of deferment in sen-
tencing because they are just too 
clogged up with the number of cases?  
You want to know why there is a DWI 
problem in Harris County.  Read the

(HOUSTON, TX) ï Sheriff Adrian 
Garcia presented Deputy Effie Louise 
Skinner her retirement badge on Au-
gust 31 for her 35 years of service to 
the Harris County Sheriffôs Office 
(HCSO).  

Deputy Skinner joined the HCSO 
on March 3, 1975. She was 27 years 
old. At the time Skinner had been 
working as a secretary at the Houston 
Police Departmentôs (HPD) academy 
when she decided she wanted to be-
come a police officer. 

 ñI could either join HPD or the 
HCSO,ò recalls Skinner, ñbut I was too 
short for HPD, so I came to apply at 
Harris County,ò says the 5-foot tall 
deputy.  
HPDôs height requirement at the 

time was 5ô7ò ï the HCSO had no 
height requirement. 

Since graduating from the HCSO 
Academy in ô75 as a ñmatronò (only 
males were referred to as deputies), 
Deputy Skinner has worked at the In-
mate Processing Center, booking and 
releasing inmates.  
ñEverything Iôve done here Iôve en-

joyed,ò says Skinner. ñBut the best 
thing Iôve liked is interacting with the 
inmates. If you help one youôve done 
well because you canôt help every-
body.ò 

A lot has changed at the HCSO 
since 1975 when Jack Heard was the 
sheriff. There have been three sheriffs 
since then, and female deputies are no 
longer required to wear skirts or shoul-
der purses where they carried their 
weapon, handcuffs and ammunition - 
all thanks to Deputy Skinner. In 1976, 
Deputy Skinner went to work an extra 
job at a local mall but was turned away 
because she was wearing a skirt. She 
asked then Sheriff Heard if she could 
wear pants and a gun belt instead be-
cause she needed the extra money 
and he said yes.  

Deputy Skinner, who turns 64 to-
day, looks forward to having more time 
to do things for herself. ñFirst thing Iôm 
gonna do is throw the alarm clock 
away and then take a vacation,ò she 
says with a laugh.  

At her retirement party Deputy 
Skinner was joined by her husband 
and 17-year-old daughter, as well as 
numerous friends and colleagues.

5. The H.C.D.O. attorney(s) will assist our members in giving any 
statements and in preparation for any ñwalk throughò at the scene. 
6. The attorneys will accompany the member to the appropriate 
investigating agency where a sworn affidavit will be prepared 
pertaining to the events giving rise to the shooting.  
7. The H.C.D.O. attorney(s) will accompany the member at their 
Grand Jury appearance .
